MEDITERRANEAN PALIMPSESTS:
THREE ENIGMAS OF DECAY AND INCORRUPTION

The exhibition Mediterranean palimpsests: three enigmas of decay
and incorruption invites to an open dialogue two cultural derivatives
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of different eras from the same place. An ancient text, the earliest
preserved Greek “book” in Europe, the Derveni papyrus, converses
with three contemporary works of art, by the artist Dimitris
Xonoglou: The Cross, The Logos and The Mediterranean Miracle.

The exhibition, presented in two galleries of the AMTh, unfolds in
two different units. In the first unit the works The Cross and The
Logos are in a dialogue with the ancient papyrus, raising the issue
of the relationship between the political and institutional power with
knowledge and cultural and material goods. In the second, unit the
work The Mediterranean Miracle highlights the issue of personal
responsibility towards knowledge and the choices, according
to which everyone constructs, through the plethora of cultural
information, their personal cultural palimpsest. The exhibition
addresses the perennial question regarding the acquisition and
management of knowledge. Knowledge as a collection of cultural
information units from different provenance sources, as a dynamic
multi-collective construction, which travels through the material and
organic bodies in space and time. Knowledge as a personal case,
but also as a collective condition for its existence, its definition and
preservation. A question that rises urgently through a new prism,
in a crucial for humanity era: “how knowledge is transmitted”,
“how it is assimilated”, “who manages knowledge” and finally “how
knowledge of the past is transformed into creation in the present.

THE VENERATION OF SAINT MAMAS IN THE
MEDITERRANEAN.
A TRAVELLER, BORDER DEFENDER SAINT.

For the first time, the exhibition presents the broad dissemination of
the veneration of Saint Mamas, which until today remains alive among
different peoples across the Mediterranean. Artifacts from Greece and
Cyprus, enriched with photographic material, cover a period from the
6th c. to our time.

Initially, the exhibition traces the identity of the saint, who martyred in
Caesarea during the years of the Emperor Aurelianus (270-275 AD.),
as well as the origin of the iconographic type as a shepherd boy. The

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main part of the exhibition focuses on the diffusion of Saint Mamas’
veneration in Cyprus, Constantinople, the Eastern Mediterranean and
Greece. A special reference is made to the relation between Mamas
and Demetrius, patron-saint of Thessaloniki, highlighting their healing
and myrrh-streaming powers. The exhibition ends with the diffusion
of the saint’s veneration in the medieval West.

Through churches, wall-paintings, icons, objects of metalwork, religious
fairs and place names, a common tradition that survives in several parts
of the Mediterranean is displayed. The exhibits and the photographic
material come from the collections of the Museum of Byzantine Culture,
public museums, private collections and Ephorates of Antiquities around
Greece, as well as from museums and churches of Cyprus.

AN INTRODUCTION.

The exhibition The Mediterranean experience: The Mediterranean
as a spatial paradigm for the circulation of ideas and meaning. An
introduction features more than 140 emblematic contemporary
works of art by Greek and foreign artists.

As the artistic director of MMCA, Denys Zacharopoulos notes: In
our exhibition we did not intend to follow a Braudelian approach
or ponder on the composition of the cultural environment of a
region that lies, in every conceivable way, at the crossroads of
Europe, Asia and Africa. Our approach is intuitive, rather than
analytical. the Mediterranean experience relates to a series of
relations and correlations which, before serving as the foundation
of concrete practices, constitute events which amount to overturns
or series, durations or developments, transitions or distributions,
limits or terms that allow one to reflect on and identify a variety of
forms. The Mediterranean experience is a collection of impressions
and experiences from everyday life, that give the audience the
opportunity to realize that for many gestures and practices one
does not have to resort to the basic categories of metaphysics... In
1968, Long went from the banks of River Avon in Bristol to Amalfi,
Italy, to take part in the Arte Povera-Azioni Povere international
event. His action, his azione povera, was to put on a sweatshirt
of his school, Saint Martin’s College, go to the city and offer to
shake hands with everyone he met along the way. He was thus
transforming this conventional, gentlemen’s agreement gesture into
a Mediterranean act of unconditional acknowledgment of the Other.

VASSO KATRAKI: IN BLACK AND WHITE

The exhibition “Vasso Katraki: In Black and White” held at the
Teloglion Foundation of Art is a major artistic event for the city of
Thessaloniki. Vasso Katraki is the greatest Greek engraver; her work
illustrated the agony and the passage of the Greek people into the
difficult post-war period. Through her socially and politically charged
work the artist broadcast the universal message of humanism and
also essentially reformed the art of engraving, on which she worked
almost exclusively. She won many international awards, including
the one she earned in another important Biennale, the Biennale
of Venice, in 1966, certainly a pivotal point for Greek engraving.
The Greek Commissar was Tony Spiteris. This award served as a
reference point for the Greek engravers. The presentation of key-
moments of her artistic course, in which prevails the typical abstract
line, along with matrices and the famous pebbles from Gyaros
island, is accompanied by material from the Tony Spiteris’ Archive.
All the above, enable the visitors to experience the emblematic
artistic route of an engraver, who managed to connect the individual
and the collective in a unique way.

The exhibition has as axis the politically charged work of Katraki,
the emergence of the material and the folk art. Another axis is
the imprinting of the Messolonghi’s lagoon, not only as an idyllic
landscape, but also as an ecosystem in danger. This way is related to
the contemporary environmental concerns about the use of water in
the Mediterranean, a subject that also concerns the modern artists.

The Symposium of the 4th Thessaloniki Biennale will focus on the
new methods in the science of archive administration, the expansion
of the discipline, the dissemination of information and the notion of
participation. The State Museum of Contemporary Art has decided
to provide support to the Archive Public, Part II programme, which
examines the role that archival methods play in the institution of the
(political) public sphere and in the implementation of “combative”
interventions in public spaces, which challenge the dominant
hegemony and pave the way for collective actions of solidarity.
The Symposium aims at an in-depth investigation of the strategies
of institution, participation and collectivity that can be achieved by
archival methods, so that the latter can intervene in the process
of knowledge and identity reproduction in the social spaces of
coexistence and struggle in European cities. Archive Public attempts
to critically evaluate the use (in recent history of archival practices
but also in the current condition) of the archive as a key agent in the
formation of identities and memory, and the archive dispositive as
an apparatus that contributes to the creation of engaged spectators.
The symposium looks into the potential of archival practices to
produce new articulations of “speech and act” among persons, social
groups, institutions, practices, subjects, physical and virtual spaces,
rather than their potential to establish a framework of collection and
classification in public space. Participants present in different forms
(lectures, art works, performances, talks, etc) case studies, projects,
proposals and ideas in order to create a network of archival agonistic
interventions. Archive Public is an ongoing project. The first part took
place in Patras, Greece, under the auspices of the Department of
Architecture, University of Patras, with the support of C. Carathéodory
Research Programme.

The composition of the exhibits at the Jewish Museum started with
the study of photographic documents. By using a large number of
small or tiny figures, an event is reconstructed in a specific and strict
ground plan on the basis of the chosen document. The reconstruction
is photographed and this new document is incorporated in the
composition. The process of taking photographs and incorporating
them goes on until the sculpture is transformed into a sculptural
landscape. The way in which the Painter of Makrygiannis composed
the crowds in the battle fields is the driving direction for these
landscape reconstructions. It is crucial that the signs of the coming
violence in the life of a group should be recognized, when they
appear in a landscape-omen of an inapprehensible horror.
